NEAFS Board of Director’s Meeting Minutes
Westchester County Laboratory Saturday
26-Jan-2008

Members present:

President Adrian Krawczeniuk called the Board of Directors meeting to order 1005 hrs. The agenda for the meeting was presented by President
Adrian Krawczeniuk.

Installation of New Officers and Staff Members:

Director Elizabeth Ziolkowski formally resigned her position as of December 31, 2007.

The new slate of Officers and Staff was installed based on a unanimous vote. The 2008 Board of Directors and Staff are as follows: President-
Adrian Krawczeniuk, President Elect-David San Pietro, Secretary - Peter Diaczuk, Treasurer-Laura Tramontin, Executive Secretary- Kevin
MacLaren, Directors- Kristin Schelling, Vinny Desiderio, Andrea Belec.

Staff positions are filled by the following Chairpersons for 2008:

Membership-Samantha Walters, Education- Lawrence Quarino, Registration- Christine Chiesa, Publications- Kevin MacLaren, Awards-
Margaret Lafond, Ethics- Tammy Jacobs Shulman, Corporate Liason- Andrea Belec, Site- Kevin McMahon , ABC Representative- Robert
Adamo.

In the future, positions on the NEAFS Board and Staff will be limited to one per person. This motion was accepted and passed unanimously.

Secretary’s Report:

David San Pietro presented the meeting minutes from the October 31, 2007 Board of Director's meeting and the Annual Meeting Business
meeting on November 2, 2007. The Board and Staff members need to review the minutes by February 1, 2008 for corrections and final
revisions.

Treasurer's Report:

Laura Tramontin presented the 2007 4™ Financial Report and the Annual Meeting Financial Report. The 2007 Annual Meeting was a success.
Meeting expenses totaled $76,174.14 while the total meeting income was $82,810.06 for a net profit of $6, 635.92. All expenses have been
paid for the 2007 Annual Meeting. As of 1/26/08, our checking and savings account has a combined total of $104,967.35.

A request was made to open a short term certificate of deposit in the amount of $75,000. The interest accrued will help support the two
scholarship awards that will be presented at the next annual meeting. Motion was accepted and passed unanimously to give the treasurer
authority to open the short term certificate of deposit account.

Laura Tramontin will investigate the replacement of the Incorporation documents since the original documents have been misplaced. Original
incorporation documents are necessary to open bank accounts at different banks. Motion was accepted and passed unanimously to pay for a
new set of Incorporation documents.

The use of credit card payments for meeting registration was discussed. The credit card fee is a percent of the amount tendered. The use of
PayPal for registration may be a better alternative.

This would require internet access at the registration desk during the annual meeting. Paypal was used only for corporate sponsors and was
very successful. The use of credit card payments will

be examined for the payment of membership dues and after evaluating its success a decision

will be made for implementation for meeting registration payments. The Treasurer’s report was accepted unanimously.

Membership Report:

Samantha Walters presented the Membership report. Eight new membership applications have been received since August 2007. Samantha
Walters presented the new version of the membership dues notice. The 2008 dues voted at the Annual Meeting Business Meeting are
established at $50. Membership dues will be sent out the week of January 28, 2008. The new email address for membership issues is
neafsmembership@gmail.com. Members will be able to pay dues via PayPal. A new computer was purchased for the Membership
Chairperson. The old computer will be discarded. The report was accepted unanimously.

Corporate Liason Report:

Andrea Belec presented the Corporate Liason report. Preparation for the Annual Meeting Exhibits is underway with invitation letters, registration
forms, corporate sponsorship forms to be mailed by 2/1/08. The BOD approved the rental of a post office box for corporate liason mailing.
Andrea Belec agreed to prepare an easy-to- use Paypal instruction form on the NEAFS website for corporate sponsorships. Fee changes from
last year includes an increased from $500 to $750 for exhibitor booths, booth personnel will be limited to three people per booth per day, and
increased sponsorship of large events from $2500 to $4000. The extra 900 square feet of space at this year, will allow us to accommodate 40
potential exhibitors.

Andrea will investigate the feasibility of using the electronic lead generation system for the 2008 Exhibits. Should have pricing by the next BOD
meeting using a swipe ID card will be investigated. An assistant is needed who would be willing to accept some responsibilities and/or
apprentice for the role of Corporate Liason Chairperson. Hopefully, we will have a person identified to take over some of these responsibilities
by the next BOD meeting. We will look into approaching non-traditional sponsors for the Annual Meeting with the assistance of a colleague of
Adrian Krawczeniuk. Any increased income will benefit membership. The Corporate Liason report was accepted unanimously.

Site Report: (Adrian Krawczeniuk for Kevin McMahon)

The 2007 Annual Meeting was, by all accounts, a great success. Feedback from the Sagamore was very positive. The Director of Sales &
Marketing has tentatively penciled us in for a return visit in 2010. The 2008 site contract was signed with the Renaaissance on October 22,
2008.

The 2009 site visits will focus on Northern New Jersey and will begin in April. Six locations will be visited. We will continue using the services of
Helms-Briscoe in the negotiation of room rates for the 2009 meeting. Pre-meeting site visits will be limited to President-Elect, Corporate
Sponsor Liaison, Site Chairperson. NEAFS is considering rotating the Annual Meeting among five hotels in the future. This would allow us to
negotiate better room rates and amenities for future meetings, in addition to reducing the work and cost of the Site Committee. The Site report
was accepted unanimously.

2008 Meeting Report:

The planning of the 2008 meeting is underway. Technical chairpersons have been identified for every session except for the Questioned
Document session. The Questioned Document session is in danger of being dropped from the meeting program if a session chairperson cannot
be identified. Larry Quarino suggested that we create a QD/Pattern Recognition session that will encompass questioned documents,
fingerprints, bloodstain patterns, firearms/toolmarks examinations. Hopefully this may generate more interest.

Tentative meeting workshops may include Enhancement Techniques for Crime Scenes, Digital Photography, a Shimadzu sponsored LC/MS
workshop, a 17025 ASCLD International workshop, a Toolmark Analysis workshop along with a DNA Statistics workshop. It was noted that
company sponsored workshops will require a $20 processing fee with the remainder of the workshop expenses to be covered by the
sponsoring company. Still open for suggestions on General Session topics. The General Session may include a panel discussion on the
advocacy of the forensic sciences , pros and cons. The Luncheon speaker may be Jeffery Deskovic, an exonerated man by DNA evidence. The
2008 Meeting report was accepted unanimously.

Merchandizing Report: (Adrian Krawczeniuk for Jennifer Wilson)

Jennifer Wilson will continue to handle merchandizing. Merchandise sales revenue at the annual meeting totaled $1468 in sales. An additional
$30 of merchandise revenue was generated after the annual meeting. Merchandising report was accepted unanimously.

Old Business:
The$500 check to Salvation Army for the 9/11 relief fund has still not been cashed. Laura Tramontin will reissue a new check and send it to the
Salvation Army.

New Business:

President Adrian Krawczeniuk received an email communication from AAFS Criminalistics Section Chair Lucy Houck concerning the
resurrection of the inactive Regional Association Committee This is a committee listed in the Policies and Procedures Manual to unite regional
societies by bringing together representatives from each regional association. The goals are communication, exchange of ideas, problem
solving, and discouraging duplication of effort. The organizational meeting will be held at the AAFS meeting on Thursday 21-February. Vinny
Desiderio will represent NEAFS at this meeting and will prepare a report for the next BOD meeting. NEAFS can cover the cost of attending this
meeting. The need for a vendor sponsored workshop contract was discussed and it was agreed that such a contract should be prepared for
the 2008 meeting. A review of the NEAFS Ethics Guidelines will be performed by Adrian Krawczeniuk, Kristin Schelling, and Tammi Jacobs
Shulman. New Business and Old Business reports were accepted unanimously.

The next BOD meeting will take place on Saturday, 03-May-2008 at the Westchester County Laboratory..
Meeting adjourned at 1303 hrs.
